Dear ____________,

I began to question whether life was worth living until I felt God and the love of His people.  

My case is not unique.  Since ministering the love of God, I have been witness to many, many people who have overcome their own struggles.  By the help and power of God, they were raised up to a productive place in our community, no matter the obstacle they faced. These people are now strengthening their families, their workplace, and the city in which we live.  We now carry this same vision on a much grander scale.
